To get us there, we need  to reac h ou t 
and  find  ot her Alumni Ð many do not  know  we exist. So, I am asking  eac h person  on  ac tive duty to c ontac t their 
Com pany Grade Offic er Cou nc il or OÕ Club  and  get the word  ou t. If any of  you  c an, try and  a ttend  an AFA 
meeting  and  let them know  we a re ou t here. Add ition a lly, c on tac t you r sc hool  and  make sure they know  you  
a re Alumni and  tha t you  belon g  to JAA. To help  eac h of  us, we have a  won derful new website where you  c an 
get member app lic a tion s or d irec t pot entia l members to.  
 
Lastly, to stay on  a  pa th you  need  a  good  roa d  and  the right tool s to get there Ð the map  I mention ed  a  mere 
three pa ragraphs ago. Whether wa lking , b iking , d riving  or flying , I want us a ll to get there. We got  the website, 
and  now  we a re ready to upda te and  fina lize ou r manual Ð on e tha t c an be dup lic a ted  to c rea te those loc a l 
c hap ters nea r bases, ROTC Dets or in la rge c ities. Next, I want us to c om e up  with a  good  Mission  Sta tement. 
Clea r and  p rec ise, it will keep  us foc used  on  ou r destina tion  Ð assisting  and  mentoring  c adets. Fina lly, we will 
fol low  tha t up  by listing  ou r goa ls in suc h a  way so tha t it is easy for any of us to speak abou t the JAA to ot hers. I 
welc om e and  solic it you r input.
